 Officer Short Form, Ceremony Of Light, Flower Talk
1st Place - 7 Points
2nd Place - 5 Points
3rd Place - 3 Points
 
Master Ritualist
1st Place - 9 points
2nd Place - 7 points
3rd Place - 5 points
 
All Team Parts
1st Place - 20 points
2nd Place - 15 points
3rd Place - 10 Points
 
This puts a higher emphasis on team, longer, and more difficult parts.  In
 the past conclaves, all of the individual parts were worth the same.  This
 means that someone doing the 1st preceptor part, could get just as many
 points as someone performing the Magnificent Seven part.  Good luck and I
 encourage all of you to go for The High Twelve!
