Levels of Competition:
Junior Division:
Ages 12-15, All parts are eligible for competition

Senior Division:
Ages 16-21, All parts are eligible for competition

Championship Division: 
Any competitor who has won two 1st place trophies in Senior Division in consecutive years, is now, or has been a State Officer

***You must have a minimum of 500 Points on any degree part to be awarded the trophy, and high twelve points. ***

Points towards the overall “High Twelve” Ritual Trophy are as follows:  

• 1st place
3 points

• 2nd place
2 points

• 3rd place
1 point.  

(These points are added to the team Ritual points and are used to determine the “High Twelve” Trophy winner.)

***You must have a minimum of 500 Points in any degree part to be awarded the Trophy, and “High Twelve” points. ***

Individual Competition:
Master Ritualist:

Time Limit 60 minutes   

Starting Score:  1,000 Points 
The Conclave Ritual Director will pick 3 of the following Ritual parts for the competitor to perform.  These parts will be picked and placed in a sealed envelope and delivered to the judges before competition.  All competitors will perform the same parts.  The possible parts are:  Flower Talk, Ceremony of light, Magnificent Seven, IO Reduced Language, Master Councilor Initiation, Master Councilor Chapter Proficiency, and Orator.  

Magnificent Seven:

Time Limit 20 minutes 

Starting Score:
  900 Points 

Competitor is required to perform all seven Preceptors in order.  Competitor should pause briefly between each Preceptor, but should NOT move around the room.

Master Councilor Initiation:
Time Limit 30 minutes  

Starting Score: 1,000 Points
The competitor will perform the Master Councilors Ritual and floor work of the Initiatory Degree, and 4th Section.  The competitor will omit the pledge of secrecy.

Installing Officer Reduced Language:  Time Limit 30 minutes
Starting Score: 1,000 Points 

The competitor will perform the Ritual and floor work throughout the Installation Service.  The only officers the IO will install are the:  MC, SC, JC, SD, JD, SS, JS, Mar, Ch.

Flower Talk:


Time Limit 20 minutes  

Starting Score: 1,000 Points 

The competitor will perform the Ritual of the flower talk.

Ceremony of Light:

Time Limit 20 minutes  

Starting Score: 1,000 Points 
The competitor will perform the Ritual and floor work of Ceremony of light.  If no candles are present, the competitor will pantomime turning on and off the candles.

MC Chapter Proficiency:
Time Limit 20 minutes  

Starting Score:  900 Points 

The competitor will perform the Master Councilors Ritual and floor work throughout the Chapter Proficiency Degree.  The competitor will omit lines from the Pledge of Secrecy, Opening Ode, and lost words.  The competitor will fill in their chapter name and sponsoring body where prompted, AND also include the portion of welcoming Senior DeMolays and visitors.

Orator:


Time Limit 15 minutes 

Starting Score:  900 Points 

The competitor will perform the Orators Ritual from the 1st and 3rd sections of the DeMolay Degree.

Chaplain:


Time Limit 10 minutes  

Starting Score:  900 Points 
The competitor will perform the three Chaplain Prayers from the Chapter Proficiency Degree.

Marshal:


Time Limit 15 minutes 

Starting Score:  900 Points

The competitor will perform the Marshal Lines from the Initiatory Degree.

Senior Deacon:

Time Limit 10 minutes  

Starting Score:  900 Points

The competitor will perform Senior Deacon lines from the Initiatory Degree.

Preceptors:


Time Limit 5 minutes per Preceptor  
Starting Score:  900 Points

Individual Proficiency:
Time Limit 15 minutes  

Starting Score:  900 Points

The competitor will perform the questions, answers, and obligations from both the Initiatory Degree and DeMolay Degree.  The competitor will also give the appropriate passwords, steps, and signs of the degrees.
